aughter” is the first sculpture in a trilogy that marked
the birth of the “l.obat” series; a figure with a beguiling surface,
ecstatic colors, and a form that evokes, all at once, a toy, a
dessert, and a fantastical monster. lts candy-like body might
promise sweetness, but there is something in its grin that
arrests the viewer. The smile doesn’t simply sit on its face; it
erupts onto the face of the beholder.

This sculpture emerged as a visceral response to an carly
cncounter with the superflat universe of Japanese artist
Takashi Murakami; a moment of joy and ignition that
opened the path toward sculptural exploration. In his work,
childlike and vividly colored forms appear deceptively
innocent, while beneath them pulse layers of excess,
violence, and unecase. That merciless simplicity ereated a
space for a new visual language; one where sweetness and
bitterness, laughter and dread, coexist with equal intensity.
